“In South Carolina, boat owners can expect significant tax relief due to recent
legislation. The current boat property tax rate is among the highest in the nation,
currently at 10.5%, but it will be reduced to 6% over the next few years. This
change is part of a bill that simplifies tax processes by consolidating boat and
motor taxes into a single bill and eliminates separate registration fees for outboard
motors. The bill has already passed the House and is now awaiting the governor's
signature, which is expected soon.”
